Kuvaka

There is a wonderful and picturesque place in the Povolzhie hinterland. This ancient Russian village is
located in the east of the town of Kamenka, six km away from it, on the bank of a long ravine that
abuts the floodplain of the Atmis River, at the bottom of which a small stream formed from the famous
spring "Kuvaka" flows. Kuvaka is an inexhaustible spring of healing mineral water. The enterprising
Graf V. N. Voeykov knew about the unique properties of that water and he had an idea of building a
plant at the source and producing the first Russian carbon dioxide water. The Graf did a great job,
turning the idea into reality. He invited the best specialists from Germany and Sweden, who expanded
and laid out a stone tunnel in the thickness of the mountain, along which 7 springs came to the surface:
Gremuchiy, Kukushka, Koloda, Eugenivsky springs and three nameless ones. They were to be named
after the members of the royal family. The Excursion to the historical and cultural center of the source
of the "Museum of Living Waters" includes a sightseeing tour to the cultural-historical center - natural
source of “Kuvaka”, a visit to the source, the workshops of manual labor in miniature, a storeroom of
Graf V. N. Voeikov and visiting the degustation center -here you'll try a unique drink of "Kuvaka".

Tarkhany

Mikhail Yuryevich Lermontov is one of the most famous Russian poets who was born in Tarkhany,
Penza region. Lermontov was raised by his grandmother in her estate that is marvelously preserved in
Tarkhany. M.Y. Lermontov went to a boarding school in Moscow for children of the nobility, but what
influenced his poems most of all was the abundant natural beauty of his homeland, its folk tales and
songs, and the stories of serfs and peasant rebellions. M.Y. Lermontov lived in Tarkhany until 1827-
almost half of his life. His first poem “Circassians” was written there, and his first poem, "Spring," was
published when M.Y. Lermontov was only 16 years old. Today the estate is a memorial to the Russia's
great poet. The manor house is the main attraction of the estate. In order to get to it, you need to walk
along the Avenue of birches. Not far from the house there is a small Church of Mary of Egypt. The
Shrine was built by the poet's grandmother in memory of ermontov’s mother. The icons of saints Mary
and Elizabeth are kept there. Currently, services are no longer held there. But it is allowed to see the
interior. The next object that is impossible to pass by is the housekeeper's house. The house is an
example of the close connection between landlords and peasants in the past. You will see a real
Russian oven, bast shoes (lapti) and kitchen utensils. The pond and the garden complete the overall
picture of the landscape. A compact system of ponds was constructed in Tarkhany- all reservoirs are
connected to each other by paths and bridges. There is a calm and peaceful atmosphere in the estate
and the pond offers amazing angles. Believe, it's never boring there! It’s interesting that various events
are constantly organized in Tarkhany. It is definitely worth a day trip!

Narovchat is the birthplace of one of the most famous Russian writers, Alexander Ivanovich Kuprin.
He left his native place early, spending only the first three years of his life there, but he always
returned to his hometown Narovchat. Kuprin is known for his extremely natural writing style. In 1981,
a museum was created in his parents' house. The exposition of the museum occupies six small halls
and tells the story of his life... Next to the museum there is the Pokrovsky Cathedral, where small
Sasha Kuprin was baptized. Only 5 km from Narovchat there is the Trinity-Skanov women's
monastery, which is an architectural gem of the region. A tour to the monastery, a visit to the Cathedral
of the 18th century, the miraculous icon of the Mother of God "Trubchevskaya™ will fill your hearts
with comfort and peace. Next to the convent, an ancient underground monastery is being restored. You
will pass through its labyrinthine passages, the length of which exceeds the Kiev-Pechersky caves, you
will also visit the underground cells and the temple. Besides, near the foot of the monastery mountain

there is a holy spring.

Radishchev

In 1945, in the village of Verkhne Ablyazovo (since 1952 — Radishchevo) the Museum of A. N.
Radishchev, the only one in the country, was opened in the Kuznetsky district of the Penza region. The
village is located in an unusually beautiful place on the banks of the river Tyutiniarka. The museum
complex, which includes the landlord house and the building of the former zemskaya school with a
literary exposition, is unique due to Spaso-Preobrazhenskaya Church memorial which has been
preserved on the territory of the estate. Tourists are delighted with the architectural forms of the temple
in the strict Baroque style. The main attraction is the rare frescoes of the XVIII century, which cover
the walls and the dome of the main temple with a solid carpet of 7 levels. You can visit another former
Radishchev estate in the village of Nizhni Ablyazovo, where the Nativity Church with a carved gilded
iconostasis and a wooden cult sculpture has been preserved. The Radishchev collection includes the
memorial household items that belonged to the writer's relatives, unique copies of books, periodicals
and almanacs of that time, rare editions of the book "A Journey from St. Petersburg to Moscow" and
documentary and visual materials. In the manor house you can take part in the costume tour
"Ablyazovsky caprice™ and be among the charming ladies and gallant gentlemen. In the refectory, you
will be treated to sweet tea on herbs, and the charming Ablyazovsky lawns and groves will become a
place of round dances and fun.

Nikolsk is a small provincial town which is situated 112 km from Penza. The Nikolsky museum of
glass and crystal is a "pearl” of the Penza region. The visitors to the museum are pleased, surprised,
delighted with its beautiful, fragile exhibits, the talent of their creators - masters and artists, the history
of the ancient glass craft. The Museum was created at the factory, founded in 1764 by the decree of
Catherine 1l, by Alexey Ivanovich Bakhmetev, the owner of Nikolskoye village During its
functioning as a crystal factory, it produced specially made products for the Czar's family. Today, the
Nikolsky Museum of glass and crystal has 12 500 exhibits and is one of the largest collections of glass
in Russia. The exhibitions of this rare kind of applied art attract many visitors from all over the world.

Mikhail Yuryevich Lermontov is one of the most
famous Russian poets who was bon in Tarkhany.
Penza region. Lermontov was raised by his grand-
mother in her estate that is marvelously preserved in
Tarkhany. M'Y. Lermontov went to a boarding
school in Moscow for children of the nobility, but
what influenced his poems most of all was the
abundant natural beauty of his homeland, its folk
tales and songs. The manor house is the main attrac-
tion of the estate. In order to get to it you need to
walk along the Avenue of birches. Not far from the
house there is a small Church of Mary of Egypt. The
Shrine was built by the poet’s grandmother in
memory of Lermontov’'s mother. The next object
that is difficult to pass by is the housekeeper's
house. A pond and a garden complete the overall
picture. There is a calm and peaceful atmosphere
around. The pond offers amazing angles. It's never
boring there. Various events are constantly orga-
nized in Tarkhany. It is definitely worth a day trip!

Kuvaka

There is a wonderful and picturesque place in the
Povolzhie hinterland. This ancient Russian village
is located in the east of the town of Kamenka six
kilometers away from it on the bank of a long ra-
vine that abuts the floodplain of the Atmis River, at
the bottom of which flows a small stream formed
from the famous source "Kuvaka".

Kuvaka is an inexhaustible source of healing miner-
al water. The enterprising Graf V. N. Voeykov
knew about the unique properties of that water and
he had an idea of building a plant at the source and
producing the first Russian carbon dioxide water.
The Excursion to the historical and cultural center
of the source of the "Museum of Living Waters"
includes a sightseeing walk through the cultural-
historical center - natural source of “Kuvaka” a
visit to the source, the workshops of manual labor
in miniature, a storeroom of Graf V. N. Voeikov
and visiting the tasting center -here youll try a
unique drink of "Kuvaka".

Narovchat

Narovchat is the birthplace of one of the most fa-
mous Russian writers, Alexander Ivanowvich
Kuprin. He left his native place early. spending on-
1y the first three years of his life there, but he al-
ways returned to his native Narovchat. In 1981, a
museum was created in his parents ' house. The ex-
position of the museum occupies six small halls
and tells the story of his life.. Next to the museum
there is the Pokrovsky Cathedral, where small
Sasha Kuprin was baptized. 5 km from Narovchat
there is the Trinity-Skanov women's monastery,
which is an architectural gem of the region. A tour
of the monastery, a visit to the Cathedral of the
18th century, the miraculous icon of the Mother of
God "Trubchevskaya" will fill vour hearts with
comfort and peace. Next to the convent, an ancient
underground v is being d. You will
pass through its labyrinthine passages, the length of
which exceeds the Kiev-Pechersky caves, you will
also visit the underground cells and the temple.
Near the foot of the monastery mountain there is a
holy spring.

Nikolsk

Nikolsk is a small provincial town situated 112 km
from Penza. The Nikolsky museum of glass and
crystal is a "pearl" of the Penza region. The visitors
of the museum are pleased. surprised . delighted
with its beautiful, fragile exhibits, the talent of their
creators - masters and artists, the history of the an-
cient glass craft. The Museum was created at the fac-
tory, founded in 1764 by the decree of Catherine II,
by Alexey Ivanovich Bakhmetev, the owner of Ni-
kolskoye village During its functioning as a crystal
factory, it produced specially made products for the
Czar's family. Today, the Nikolsky Museum of glass
and crystal has 12 500 exhibits and is one of the
largest collections of glass in Russia. The exhibitions
of this rare kind of applied art attract many visitors
from all over the world.
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Radishchev

In 1945, in the village of Verkhne Ablyazovo
(since 1952 — Radishchevo) the Museum of A. N.
Radishchev, the only one in the country, was
opened in the Kuznetsky district of the Penza re-
gion. The village is located in an unusually beau-
tiful place on the banks of the river Tyutiniarka.
The museum complex, which includes the land-
lord house and the building of the former
zemskaya school with a literary exposition, is
unique because Spaso-Preobrazhenskaya Church
memorial has been preserved on the territory of
the estate. The Radishchev collection includes
memorial household items that belonged to the
writer's relatives, unique copies of books and the
documentary and visual materials. In the manor
house you can take part in the costume tour
"Ablyazovsky caprice” and be among the charm-
ing ladies and gallant gentlemen. In the refectory,
you will be treated to fragrant tea on herbs, and
the charming Ablyazovsky lawns and groves will
become a place of round dances and fun.
